
 

Jeremiah 6:13-15 
 
13 "For from the least of them even to the greatest of them, everyone is greedy for gain, 
and from the prophet even to the priest everyone deals falsely. 14 "And they have healed 
the brokenness of My people superficially, Saying, 'Peace, peace,' But there is no peace.  
15 "Were they ashamed because of the abomination they have done? They were not even 
ashamed at all; they did not even know how to blush. Therefore they shall fall among 
those who fall; at the time that I punish them, they shall be cast down," says the LORD.  
 
One of the greatest lies being sold to the men and women of Israel is that peace can be 
attained by selling or giving their land to the Palestinians.  Land is not the only bargaining 
chip that Palestinians are playing with; they are demanding that prisoners who have killed 
innocent Israeli civilians be released.  President Bush has authored this demonic “Road Map” 
to peace.  I am confident that President Bush will not accomplish his goal; though I do believe 
that he is setting in place the foundation for the Anti-Christ to do this very thing.
