
 

Luke 4:18-19 
 
18 "THE SPIRIT OF THE LORD IS UPON ME, BECAUSE HE ANOINTED ME 
TO PREACH THE GOSPEL TO THE POOR. HE HAS SENT ME TO 
PROCLAIM RELEASE TO THE CAPTIVES, AND RECOVERY OF SIGHT TO 
THE BLIND, TO SET FREE THOSE WHO ARE DOWNTRODDEN,  
19 TO PROCLAIM THE FAVORABLE YEAR OF THE LORD."  
 
We are told in Luke 4:16-17, that Jesus upon coming to His home town Nazareth went to 
the synagogue, because it was the Sabbath.  He then stood up to read the scriptures as 
was His custom, and was handed the book of Isaiah.  Our Lord then opened the book of 
Isaiah to chapter 61:1-2.  Understand that chapters and verses were not in the book of 
Isaiah as we have today, yet Christ went exactly to this verse.  After reading, He then sat 
down and made a profound statement to all that were in the synagogue that day.  Verse 
21 And He began to say to them, "Today this Scripture has been fulfilled in your 
hearing."
